The paper considers the key factors and events that made the Montreal Protocol on Substances That Deplete the Ozone Layer (signed in 1987), aunique in the annals of multilateral diplomacy and the most significant international environmental agreement. It addresses the opportunities of the ozone treaty to tackle climate change - limit greenhouse gas emissions, because the majority of ozone-depleting substances are also powerful greenhouse gases. The Montreal Protocol has already done more to reduce greenhouse gas emissions than the Kyoto Protocol was expected to do in its first commitment period, from 2008 to 2012. In the process, the Montreal Protocol has delayed warming by up to 12 years.
