The system of higher education in the United States

The system of higher education in the United States differs from its counterparts
in Europe in certain ways. In the United States, there is a nationwide assumption that students who
have completed secondary school should have at least two years of university education. Hence, a
great number of “junior colleges” and “community colleges” have sprung up to provide two years
of undergraduate study, in contrast to the traditional universities and colleges, where a majority of
students complete four years of study for a degree and where substantial numbers go on for one to
three years of postgraduate study in a “graduate school.” Universities that provide four-year study
courses are either privately funded foundations or are state or city foundations that depend heavily
on the government for financial support. Private universities and colleges depend largely on tuition
charges levied on students. The individual state governments fund the nation’s highly developed
system of state universities, which ensure the provision of higher education for the vast majority
of those willing and academically qualified to receive such education.

In the American system, the four-year, or “bachelor’s,” degree is ordinarily obtained not
by passing a “finals” examination but rather by the accumulation of course “credits,” or hours of
classroom study. The quality of work done in these courses is assessed by means of a continuous
record of marks and grades in a course transcript. The completion of a certain number (and variety)
of courses with passing grades leads to the “bachelor’s” degree. The first two years of a student’s
studies are generally taken up with prescribed courses in a broad range of subject areas, along with
some “elective” courses selected by the student. In the third and fourth years of study, the student
specializes in one or perhaps two subject fields. Postgraduate students can pursue either advanced
studies or research in one of the many graduate schools, which are usually specialized institutions.
At these schools students work toward either a “master’s” degree (which involves one to two years
of postgraduate study) or a doctoral degree (which involves two to four years of study and other
requirements).

Fields of mathematics

Mathematics can, broadly speaking, be subdivided into the study of quantity, structure, space, and
change (i.e. arithmetic, algebra, geometry, and analysis). In addition to these main concerns, there
are also subdivisions dedicated to exploring links from the heart of mathematics to other fields: to
logic, to set theory (foundations), to the empirical mathematics of the various sciences (applied
mathematics), and more recently to the rigorous study of uncertainty.

Foundations and philosophyln order to clarify the foundations of mathematics, the fields of
mathematical logic and set theory were developed. Mathematical logic includes the mathematical
study of logic and the applications of formal logic to other areas of mathematics; set theory is the
branch of mathematics that studies sets or collections of objects. Category theory, which deals in
an abstract way with mathematical structures and relationships between them, is still in
development. The phrase "crisis of foundations" describes the search for a rigorous foundation for
mathematics that took place from approximately 1900 to 1930.[29] Some disagreement about the
foundations of mathematics continues to the present day. The crisis of foundations was stimulated
by a number of controversies at the time, including the controversy over Cantor's set theory and
the Brouwer-Hilbert controversy.

Mathematical logic is concerned with setting mathematics within a rigorous axiomatic framework,
and studying the implications of such a framework. As such, it is home to Gddel's incompleteness
theorems which (informally) imply that any formal system that contains basic arithmetic, if sound

University of Cambridge

University of Cambridge, English autonomous institution of higher learning at Cambridge,
Cambridgeshire, England, on the River Cam 50 miles (80 km) north of London.

The start of the university is generally taken as 1209, when scholars from Oxford migrated
to Cambridge to escape Oxford’s riots of “town and gown” (townspeople versus scholars). To
avert possible troubles, the authorities in Cambridge allowed only scholars under the supervision
of a master to remain in the town. It was partly to provide an orderly place of residence that (in
emulation of Oxford) the first college, Peterhouse, was founded in 1284 by Hugo de Balsham,
bishop of Ely. Over the next three centuries another 15 colleges were founded, and in 1318
Cambridge received formal recognition as a studium generale from Pope John XXI|I.

Cambridge remained fairly insignificant until about 1502, when a professorship of divinity
was founded—the oldest in the university. In 1511 Desiderius Erasmus went to Cambridge and
did much to inculcate the new learning of the Renaissance there. In 1546 Henry VIII founded
Trinity College (which was and still remains the largest of the Cambridge colleges). In 1570
Elizabeth I gave the university a revised body of statutes, and in 1571 the university was formally
incorporated by act of Parliament. The new statutes, which remained in force for nearly three
centuries, vested the effective government of the university in the heads of colleges. Membership
of the university was no longer envisaged without membership of a college.

In 1663 the Lucasian professorship of mathematics was founded under the will of a former
member of the university, and six years later the first holder resigned in favour of Isaac Newton,
then a young fellow of Trinity. Newton held the chair for over 30 years and gave the study of
mathematics a unique position in the university. When the honours examination came into being
in the 18th century, it was primarily mathematical. (It was called the tripos, after the three-legged
stool used formerly at disputations; and candidates placed in the first class were known as
wranglers from the style of argument at a disputation.) A classical tripos was instituted in 1824,
and tripos in natural sciences and moral sciences were added in 1851.

A new method for boosting the learning of mathematics

From the age of 6 or 7, schoolchildren are confronted with mathematical problems involving
additions and subtractions. Instinctively, they use mental simulations of the situations described
by the problems in order to come up with solutions. But as soon as a problem becomes complex,
recourse to this representation using imagery becomes impossible or leads the student into error.
"We reflected on a method that would enable them to detach themselves from these initial
representations and that would foster the use of abstract principles of arithmetic,” explains Katarina
Gvozdic, a researcher at the Faculty of Psychology and Education (FPSE) at UNIGE. This
approach, based on semantic re-encoding, spurs students to achieve knowledge in arithmetic at an
early age. It was put into practice by teachers in a primary school arithmetic course called ACE-
ArithmEcole that substituted the standard arithmetic curriculum.

At the end of the school year, the UNIGE team evaluated ten classes of children aged 6 to 7
in France (second grade of primary school). In five classes, known as the control classes, the
teachers had taught maths in a conventional way. In the other five classes, they had implemented
the ACE-ArithmEcole intervention which encouraged students to favour abstraction. "To get the
students to practice semantic re-encoding, we provided them with different tools such as line
diagrams and box diagrams,"” says Emmanuel Sander, professor at the Department of Education
of the FPSE at UNIGE. The idea is that when they read a problem, such as "Luke has 22 marbles,
he loses 18. How many marbles does he have left?," the pupils should detach themselves from the
idea that subtraction always consists in a search for what remains after a loss, and should instead
manage to see it as the calculation of a difference, or a distance that has to be measured. It's all
about showing students how to re-encode this situation."

After a year of teaching based on this practice, the UNIGE researchers evaluated their
intervention by asking the pupils to solve problems that were divided into three main categories:
combine ("l have 7 blue marbles and 4 red marbles, how many do | have in all?"), comparison ("l



have a bouquet with 7 roses and 11 daisies, how many more daisies do | have than roses?") and
change problems (I had 4 euros and | earned some more. Now | have 11. How much did | earn?").
In each of these categories, there were some problems that were easy to represent mentally and to
solve using informal strategies, and others that were difficult to simulate mentally and for which
it was necessary to have recourse to arithmetic principles.
