GAMIFICATION AS AN EFFECTIVE WAY OF INCREASING MOTIVATION
AT THE LESSONS OF ENGLISH

Abstract. The article discusses some ways of developing the interest in learning the
English language among middle and high school students by means of gamification. Increasing
interest in learning a foreign language, in turn, implies a gradual increase in the level of subject
knowledge. This determines the relevance of the present study. The object of the study is
motivation of students to learn a foreign language as a prerequisite for achieving a high level of
subject knowledge. The subject of the study is the use of gamification as a condition for
increasing students’ motivation to learn a foreign language. The purpose of the study is to
show methodological techniques for the development of students' interest in learning English
in a gamified educational process. Based on the goal set, the following research tasks were
identified: 1) to identify the essence of gamification as a new educational technology; 2) to
determine the specifics of the use of gamification in the learning environment.
