Russian System of Higher Education

Higher Education
Higher education in Russia is offered by public and private higher educational institutions. They must possess
e alicense for educational activity,
e  anational accreditation certificate which gives the right to issue state-recognised degrees.
Traditionally the duration of study at universities in Russia was 5 years. University graduates received a specialist degree, which gave them an opportunity
to apply for graduate school.
In 2011 all Russian universities adopted a two-level system of higher education. Since then, they have been offering Bachelor’s and Master’s programs. At
present, specialist degree programs are preserved for a limited number of fields of study.

Admission Requirements
To be admitted to any university program, a prospective student must take exams in 3 subjects.
Since 2009 Russian secondary school graduates are admitted to universities on the basis of the results of the Unified State Exams. Students must take these
exams during the last year of secondary school.



Foreign students take entrance exams on the basis of test materials designed at the University. Foreign students are obliged to take the Test of Russian as a
Foreign Language (TORFL). The minimal level of competence in the Russian language required for entering the University is TORFL (TRKI) CEFR level 1 (B1).
Admission requirements at the Master’s and Ph.D. level are determined on the basis of the state educational standards.
Grading System
University grading system is based on combination of a 5-point scale, which is traditional for Russian educational system, a 100-point scale, and the
European Credit Transfer and Accumulation System (ECTS) Grades.

Higher Education in the USA

Higher education in the United Statesis an optional final stage of formal learning following secondary education, often at one of the
4,495 colleges or universities and junior colleges in the country. In 2008, 36% of enrolled students graduated from college in four years. 57% completed their
undergraduate requirements in six years, at the same college they first enrolled in. The U.S. ranks 10th among industrial countries for percentage of adults with college
degrees. Over the past 40 years the gap in graduation rates for wealthy students and low income students has widened significantly. 77% of the wealthiest guartile of
students obtained undergraduate degrees by age 24 in 2013, up from 40% in 1970. 9% of the least affluent quartile obtained degrees by the same age in 2013, up from
6% in 1970.

Like high school, the four undergraduate grades are commonly called freshman, sophomore, junior, and senior years (alternatively called first year, second
year, etc.). Students traditionally apply for admission into colleges. Schools differ in their competitiveness and reputation. Admissions criteria involve the rigor and
grades earned in high school courses taken, the students' GPA, class ranking, and standardized test scores (Such as the SAT or the ACT tests). Most colleges also

consider more subjective factors such as a commitment to extracurricular activities, a personal essay, and an interview. While colleges will rarely list that they require a
certain standardized test score, class ranking, or GPA for admission, each college usually has a rough threshold below which admission is unlikely.

Once admitted, students engage in undergraduate study, which consists of satisfying university and class requirements to achieve a bachelor's degree in a
field of concentration known as a major. (Some students enroll in double majors or "minor" in another field of study.) The most common method consists of four years
of study leading to a Bachelor of Arts (B.A.), a Bachelor of Science (B.S.), or sometimes another bachelor's degree such as Bachelor of Fine Arts (B.F.A.), Bachelor of
Social Work (B.S.W.), Bachelor of Engineering (B.Eng.,) or Bachelor of Philosophy (B.Phil.) Five-Year Professional Architecture programs offer the Bachelor of
Avrchitecture Degree (B.Arch.)

The term terrorism is derived from the Latin word “terror” which means “fear” or “horror”. The word «terrorism» is controversial. Definitions of
«terrorismy» generally involve some or all of the following: 1) a terrorist act is unlawful; 2) it is violent and may be life threatening; 3) the violence is politically
motivated; 4) the direct targets are civilians; 5) the direct targets may not be the main targets; 6) the main targets may be one or more nation-states, governments, or
societies; or a political, ethnic, or religious group, or an industry within those societies; 7) the objective is usually to frighten the main targets; 8) there may or may not
be a claim of responsibility.

In response to the September 11, 2001 attacks, political leaders from Europe, North America, Asia, and the Middle East have placed the phenomenon of
terrorism within the context of a global struggle against systems of government. Acts of terrorism can be carried out by individuals or groups. Terrorists often seek to
demoralize and paralyze their enemy with fear, using their acts as a form of blackmail to apply pressure on governments.

Previously victims of international terrorists, as a rule, were politicians, diplomats and businessmen. At the beginning of this millennium the dominant part
of the victims have been civilians and innocent people, including elderly, women and children.

The terrorists plan their attacks to obtain the greatest publicity, choosing targets that symbolize what they oppose. The effectiveness of the terrorist act lies
not in the act itself, but in the public’s or government’s reaction to the act. For example, in 1972 at the Munich Olympics, the Black September Organization killed 11
Israelis. The Israelis were the immediate victims. But the true target was the estimated 1 billion people watching the televised event. Those billion people watching
were to be introduced to fear - which is terrorism's ultimate goal. In April 2016 thirty-two people were killed in the three bomb attacks at Brussels airport and
Maelbeek metro station and many more were injured. The casualties came from a wide variety of countries including Belgium, Colombia, Peru, France, Germany,
Britain, Hungary, Portugal, Romania, Spain and the US. (2523 neu. 3H.)

Greco-Roman Egypt

After the conquest of Egypt by Alexander the Great, the independent rule of pharaohs in the strict sense came to an end. Under the Ptolemies, whose rule
followed Alexander’s, profound changes took place in art and architecture.

The most lasting impression of the new period is made by its architectural legacy. Although very little survives of important funerary architecture,
there is a group of tombs at Tunah al-Jabal of unusual form and great importance. Most interesting is the tomb of Petosiris, high priest of Thoth in
nearby Hermopolis Magna in the late 4th century BCE. It is in the form of a small temple with a pillared portico, elaborate column capitals, and a large
forecourt. In its mural decorations a strong Greek influence merges with the traditional Egyptian modes of expression.

A boom in temple building of a more conventional kind followed the establishment of the Ptolemaic regime. At Dandarah, Esna, Idfti, Kawm Umbia (K6m
Ombo), and Philae the Egyptian cult temple can be studied better than at almost any earlier temple. Though erected by the Macedonian rulers of Egypt, these late
temples employ purely Egyptian architectural conventions but include flourishes that appear only in the Ptolemaic period, such as pillars in the shape of
colossal sistra, Composite capitals with elaborate floral forms, monumental screen walls, and subterranean crypts. The temple of Horus at Idfu is the most complete,
displaying all the essential elements of the classical Egyptian temple, but for exploitation of setting and richness of detail it is difficult to fault the temples of Philae and
Kawm Umbi, in particular.

Ancient Greek Architecture
by Mark Cartwright

Greek architects provided some of the finest and most distinctive buildings in the entire Ancient World and some of their structures, such as temples,
theatres, and stadia, would become staple features of towns and cities from antiquity onwards. In addition, the Greek concern with simplicity, proportion, perspective,
and harmony in their buildings would go on to greatly influence architects in the Roman world and provide the foundation for the classical architectural orders which
would dominate the western world from the Renaissance to the present day.

There are five orders of classical architecture - Doric, lonic, Corinthian, Tuscan, and Composite - all named as such in later Roman times. Greek
architects created the first three and hugely influenced the latter two which were composites rather than genuine innovations. An order, properly speaking, is
a combination of a certain style of column with or without a base and an entablature (what the column supports: the architrave, frieze, and cornice). The
earlier use of wooden pillars eventually evolved into the Doric column in stone. This was a vertical fluted column shaft, thinner at its top, with no base and a
simple capital below a square abacus. The entablature frieze carried alternating triglyphs and metopes. The lonic order, with origins in mid-6th century
BCE Asia Minor, added a base and volute, or scroll capital, to a slimmer, straighter column. The lonic entablature often carries a frieze with richly carved sculpture.
The Corinthian column, invented in Athens in the 5th century BCE, is similar to the lonic but topped by a more decorative capital of stylized acanthus and fern leaves.
These orders became the basic grammar of western architecture and it is difficult to walk in any modern city and not see examples of them in one form or another.

Roman Sculpture

Ancient Roman sculpture, unlike the more international Greek sculpture, is not noted for its beauty or decorative qualities. This is because Roman art was not made to be beautiful,
it was made to impress. It was designed to awe and impress other nations with its gravitas and sense of power. Portrait busts showed serious-looking and determined Emperors;
reliefs showed historical events, such as Roman legions winning battles, or formal ceremonies; equestrian statues showed Emperors in the saddle; there were no female nudes and
no statues of mythological figures. Roman plastic art was designed to promote the power and majesty of Rome, not to amuse the intelligentsia. However, the following
qualifications should be borne in mind: first, nearly all the best sculptors working in Rome were Greek; second, the Roman aristocracy found numerous domestic uses for
sculpture of varying kinds - few of them "serious"; third, the rise of Christianity stimulated demand for early Christian sculpture (from 150 CE). Thus although it's fair to say that
Roman sculpture proper was serious and propagandist, most works created for domestic consumption or for use by Christians, were as decorative as Greek sculpture. Romans
were noted more for their marble sculpture than their bronze sculpture, and produced a limited quantity of ivory carving - mostly for personal use. Also, terracotta reliefs became a
common feature of Roman architecture. As we shall see, however, the most important type of sculpture produced in Ancient Rome was Roman Relief Sculpture, notably historical
reliefs as exemplified by those on Trajan's Column.

Byzantine Mosaics (c.500-843)

Using early Christian adaptations of late Roman styles, the Byzantines developed a new visual language, expressing the ritual and dogma of the united Church and
state. Early on variants flourished in Alexandria and Antioch, but increasingly the imperial bureaucracy undertook the major commissions, and artists were sent out to the regions
requiring them, from the metropolis. Established in Constantinople, the Byzantine style eventually spread far beyond the capital, round the Mediterranean to southern Italy, up
through the Balkans and into Russia.

Rome, occupied by the Visigoths in 410, was sacked again by the Vandals in 455, and by the end of the century Theodoric the Great had imposed the rule of
the Ostrogoths on Italy. However, in the sixth century the Emperor Justinian (reigned 527-65) re-established imperial order from Constantinople, taking over the
Ostrogothic capital, Ravenna (lItaly), as his western administrative centre. Justinian was a superb organizer, and one of the most remarkable patrons in the history of
art. He built and re-built on a huge scale throughout the Empire: his greatest work, the church of Hagia Sophia in Constantinople, employed nearly 10,000 craftsmen
and labourers and was decorated with the richest materials the Empire could provide. Though it still stands gloriously, hardly any of its earliest mosaics remain, thus it is at
Ravenna that the most spectacular remnants of Byzantine art in the sixth century survive. See: Ravenna Mosaics (c.400-600).

Within the dry brick exterior of S. Vitale in Ravenna, the worshipper is dazzled by a highly controlled explosion of colour blazoned across glittering gold. Mosaic
art and beautifully grained marble cover almost all wall surfaces, virtually obliterating the architecture that bears them. The gold, flooding the background, suggests an infinity
taken out of mortal time, on which the supernatural images float. In the apse, wrapped in their own remote mystery, Christ and saints preside unimpassioned. Nevertheless, in two
flanking panels of mosaic, one showing the Emperor Justinian with his retinue and the other, opposite, his wife Theodora with her ladies, there persists a clear attempt at
naturalistic portraiture, especially in the faces of Justinian and Theodora. Even so, their bodies seem to float rather than stand within the tubular folds of their draperies.

The thousand plus years between the division of the Roman Empire into Eastern and Western empires around the 4th century AD and the
beginnings of the Renaissance in Europe are known as the medieval period. The era encompasses many artistic styles and periods, including early Christian
and Byzantine, Anglo-Saxon and Viking, Insular, Carolingian, Ottonian, Romanesque, and Gothic. During the medieval period, the various secular arts were
unified by the Christian church and the sacred arts associated with it.

This fascinating artistic period includes painted decorations from the catacombs in Rome, grand Byzantine monuments such as the Hagia Sophia in
Constantinople, famed mosaics in Ravenna, illuminated manuscripts and metalwork of the Insular art of Ireland and Britain such as the Lindisfarne
Gospels and the Book of Kells. It also includes ivories, manuscripts and building projects of the Carolingian and Ottonian dynasties that produced such monuments as
Charlemagne’s Palatine chapel at Aachen. Additional prominent works of this period include Romanesque architecture, such as the cathedral at Santiago de
Compostela in Spain, and the great Gothic cathedrals at Amiens, Reims and Notre-Dame in Paris with their fagade sculpture, stained glass, altarpieces, and treasuries of
enamels, reliquaries and embroidered vestments. The sophisticated visual culture encompassed numerous media—architecture, sculpture, painting, textiles, shrines and
ivories. The works of the medieval period remain a rich area of study for scholars interested in diverse interdisciplinary topics such as economic history, political and
religious studies and the status of women in medieval society.

Michelangelo’s early sculpture, such as the Pieta (1499; St. Peter’s, Rome) and the David (1501-04; Accademia, Florence), reveals a breathtaking
technical ability in concert with a disposition to bend rules of anatomy and proportion in the service of greater expressive power. Although Michelangelo
thought of himself first as a sculptor, his best known work is the giant ceiling fresco of the Sistine Chapel in the Vatican, Rome. It was completed in four
years, from 1508 to 1512, and presents an incredibly complex but philosophically unified composition that fuses traditional Christian theology with
Neoplatonic thought.

Raphael’s greatest work, School of Athens (1508-11), was painted in the Vatican at the same time that Michelangelo was working on the Sistine Chapel. In
this large fresco Raphael brings together representatives of the Aristotelian and Platonic schools of thought. Instead of the densely packed, turbulent surface of
Michelangelo’s masterpiece, Raphael places his groups of calmly conversing philosophers and artists in a vast court with vaults receding into the distance. Raphael was
initially influenced by Leonardo, and he incorporated the pyramidal composition and beautifully modelled faces of The Virgin of the Rocks into many of his own
paintings of the Madonna. He differed from Leonardo, however, in his prodigious output, his even temperament, and his preference for classical harmony and clarity.

The Artist's Perspective and Modern Art

In the early decades of the 19" century, a number of European painters began to experiment with the simple act of observation. Artists from across the
continent, including portraitists and genre painters such as Gustave Courbet and Henri Fantin-Latour, created works that aimed to portray people and situations
objectively, imperfections and all, rather than creating an idealized rendition of the subject. This radical approach to art would come to comprise the broad school of art
known as Realism.

Also early in the 19" century, the Romantics began to present the landscape not necessarily as it objectively existed, but rather as they saw and felt it. The
landscapes painted by Caspar David Friedrich and J.M.W. Turner are dramatic representations that capture the feeling of the sublime that struck the artist upon viewing
that particular scene in nature. This representation of a feeling in conjunction with a place was a crucial step for creating the modern artist's innovative and unique
perspective.

Like music, the visual arts in Russia were slower to develop along European lines than was literature. With the exception of the portraitist Dmitry Levitsky, no great
Russian painters emerged in the 18th and early 19th centuries. In the 1830s the Russian Academy of Arts (which had been founded in 1757) began sending Russian
painters abroad for training. Among the most gifted of these were Aleksandr lvanov and Karl Bryullov, both of whom were known for Romantic historical canvases. A
truly national tradition of painting did not begin, however, until the 1870s with the appearance of the “Itinerants.” Although their work is not well known outside
Russia, the serene landscapes of Isaak Levitan, the expressive portraits of lvan Kramskoy and Ilya Repin, and the socially oriented genre paintings of Vladimir
Makovsky, Vasily Perov, and Repin arguably deserve an international reputation.

On the other hand, a page created by a person or an
organization that does not provide this information is not a good source to cite.

Are there obvious reasons for bias? If the page is presented by a tobacco company consortium, you should be suspicious of its reports on the addictiveness
of nicotine. Is there any advertising? If the page is sponsored by Acme Track Shoes, you should be suspicious of its claims for Acme track shoes' performance.

Is contact information provided? If the only identification available is something cryptic, such as "Society for Ferruginous Retorts," be suspicious of the
page's reliability. If the page is sponsored by a reputable person or organization, there should be some other way to verify that reputation, such as an e-mail or postal
address. (Note that a tilde [~] in the page's address usually indicates a personal home page and may require more searching for reliability.)
